Pre-Requisites:

· Applicant must be a current individual member of APTDC – this is a screen-out element – membership dues must be paid as of July 31st, 2016 – the APTDC Vice President will verify membership status of all applicants prior to judging.
· If the Applicant is the Designated Representative of an A+ member - documentation must be provided (A verification email from the Chapter Vice President is required.) 
· Proof of Graduation - submit copy of evidence document, i.e., transcript, photo or copy of diploma or certificate. Application date must be within 5 years or date on document.
· Current CV or Resume.

· Completed and signed Application Form.
Requirements: 

· Personal Statement - this statement will be evaluated on how well it addresses the following criteria (please describe in detail); they are arranged in order of importance:

· Describe your experience in the practical application of preservation knowledge;

· How do you anticipate the specific knowledge gained at this conference/ workshop will apply to your current or anticipated work projects and your individual development goals;

· Describe any activities or organizational memberships that demonstrate your interest and involvement in the field of historic preservation and technology;

· Explain how preservation technology is part of your professional development;

· Describe your experience as a team member for a historic preservation project (this includes the following: documentation, investigation, assessment, design, treatment, construction document preparation, construction administration, construction management or supervision, post-construction;
· Explain how your educational or work experience demonstrates an interest in the field of historic preservation.

· Recommendation Letter for Sponsorship from an employer, IDP mentor or senior business acquaintance. It should provide a fair assessment of the applicant based on the six above listed rating factors. This letter must be sent by your sponsor directly to APTDC without your knowledge of its contents – see required waiver on application form.
The successful applicant(s) will be expected to provide within 30 days of event an illustrated article (approximately 500 words and 3 captioned images) discussing the applicants impressions of the event for use by APTDC in the Chapter Newsletter, or other venue, see Statement of Commitment on Application Form.  Twenty (20) percent of the travel stipend will be withheld until the article has been submitted to the APTDC President.
